Out-of-state
company checks must clear
the bank prior to publication.

3. E-mail two PDFs of
your ad, in the required
sizes shown at right, to
ads@wnpa.com.

4. Your ad will run the same
week in all of the selected
newspapers.

Restrictions

1. This program has a limit of
7 ads per week. Your ad will
be placed on a first-come,
first-served basis.

2. WNPA guarantees your

ad placement and monitors
participating newspapers to
ensure publication. We cannot

provide tearsheets or affidavits
of publication.
